The registration form should be attached to the BACK
of the art work by the teacher or student. Teachers will receive a copy of
the registration form through email.

7. All entries should be delivered to the Louise Campbell Center for
the Arts (on the corner of Commerce St. and Broad St.) Monday,
August 25, between the hours of 3:30 pm and 5:00 pm. NO art work
will be accepted before or after this date/time.

8. Each student who wins in the art competition will be notified
Thursday, August 28, by their teacher. The winners will receive their
prize checks/certificates at the Louise Campbell Center for the Arts,
Saturday, August 30, at 2:00 pm. Photographs will be taken of the
winners at this time for social media.

9. The rules and registration forms will be distributed through the Art
teachers and Quest teachers at each school when school begins. Also
these rules/forms will be available at the Bryan Public Library beginning
Monday, July 21.

10. The Louise Campbell Center for the Arts will be open the day of
the Prairie Arts Festival, Saturday, August 30, from 9:00 am--2:00
pm for viewing of the art entries and the winners. Students and parents
are invited to attend the Art Exhibit featuring all student art on
Saturday, August 30, at 2:00 pm.
